How to Use

HAND CLEANING OF BULK MILK TANKS

Immediately after tank is emptied, rinse tank surfaces with clean cold water
to remove all milk residues. Sprinkle TRIDENT onto the wet tank surfaces
and underside of lids, working into a paste with a soft tank brush. Brush
paste over all surfaces paying particular attention to paddle, bridge,
underside of lids and the outlet.
